“order of precedence” (to see which infrac-
tion to rule on first.

You might think that the exposed card is
irrelevant, as it’ll be in declarer/dummy’s
hand; wrong, it’s the key to the ruling! Ex-
posed card is an honor, so offender’s part-
ner must Pass at his next turn, no matter
what offender bids if | don’t accept the
insufficient bid.

My gut instinct to accept 3a became a no-
brainer! All pass, so RHO plays 3a down
1; they’re cold for 6e/6NT (e AJxxxx op-
posite ¢ Kxx & split 2-2).
