Take the Train and Leave 
the Driving to Us 

C oming to the 2009 San Diego Fall 
NABC November 26-December 6? 
Visitors from outside San Diego 

County can take Amtrak along the scenic 
California coast or the Coaster (from 
Oceanside) into downtown San Diego, and 
transfer to the San Diego Trolley or a taxi 
for the five minute trip to the Manchester 
Grand Hyatt Hotel - site of the huge na-
tional. A sample round trip rate from Ana-
heim to San Diego is less than $25 each 
way (senior) and the travel time is a little 
over two hours. Amtrak travelers 62 years 
of age and over are eligible for a 15% dis-
count on the lowest available rail fare on 
most Amtrak trains. 
Amtrak’s Pacific Surfliner travels all the 

way from San Luis Obispo to San Diego 
with stops all along the coast, Los Angeles 
and Orange County. See the map. 
Example: Board Amtrak in Anaheim at 

11:45 p.m. Arrive downtown San Diego 
Santa Fe Station at 2:00 p.m. Board San 
Diego Trolley Orange Line to Seaport Vil-
lage stop (across the street from the Man-
chester Grand Hyatt Hotel), or take a very 
inexpensive five minute taxi ride to the 
Hyatt front doors).  
Total Cost: Orange County to San Diego 

Amtrak $25.00-$30.00 each way (minus 
senior discount) on the Surfliner. San Diego 
Trolley Orange Line to the Hyatt: $1.25 
Senior, Taxi, $5.00-7.00. There are twelve 
Amtrak trains a day from Orange County.  

From Reno, Sacramento and the Bay Area 
there may be Amtrak service to San Diego 
via San Luis Obispo or Bakersfield for a 
transfer to the Surfliner. From Albuquerque 
and Tucson there appears to be Amtrak 
service, also. Check online at 
www.amtrak.com 
 

The Coaster 
 

A nother option from the north is to 
drive to Oceanside, park your car 
free and board the Coaster train 

($6.50 or $3.25 senior) and ride that train to 
downtown San Diego Santa Fe Station - a 
one hour ride. From there you can take the 
same short trolley or taxi ride to the Man-
chester Grand Hyatt, a five minute trip to 
the Seaport Village stop where our host 
hotel awaits you. Limited coaster service on 
weekends and late nights, and none on 
Thanksgiving. 
For a change of pace take the train and 

forget about the traffic, the price of gas, and 
hotel parking charges. Check for Coaster 
schedules and fares online at
